Scripture Reading  Rev. Dr. Greg Salazar 
Romans 10:9-17 

 
Because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your 
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart 
one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved. 
For the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will not be put to 
shame.” For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord 
is Lord of all, bestowing his riches on all who call on him. For “everyone who 
calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” 
 
How then will they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are 
they to believe in him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to 
hear without someone preaching? And how are they to preach unless they 
are sent? As it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the 
good news!” But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, 
who has believed what he has heard from us?” So faith comes from hearing, 
and hearing through the word of Christ.

Sermon​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​       Rev. Dr. Greg Salazar 
Beautiful Feet: Commending Christ to Others 
​ ​ Romans 10:9-17 
 

1.​ Go—For the message about Christ to be proclaimed, someone must go to them 
with this message.  
 

2.​ Preach—For someone to hear about Christ, someone must share Christ with them 
 

3.​ Plead—When we proclaim the message, we plead with hearers to believe in 
Christ.  
 
Plead with them to believe five things specifically:  
#1—That Jesus Christ was God 
#2—That he/she is a sinner in need of salvation 
#3—That Christ died on the cross to save anyone who believes in Him from their 
sin. 
#4—That Christ was raised from the dead as proof: (1) that he is God, and (2) his 
death will bring salvation to any who believe in Him. 
#5—That if you confess that you believe Jesus is God, trust/believe in him with 
your heart that he will save you from your sin. 



 
4.​ Call—Hearers to confess their faith publicly.  

 
Application:  
-Incarnational evangelism begins with building relationships with people and “win 
the right to be heard”.  
-The fuel of the Great Commission is prayer.
